Statutes of the GI Norden Award of Honour
Purpose
The GI Norden Award of Honour is awarded once a year - in connection with the annual Nordic GIS Conference – in appreciation of an exceptional remarkable contribution to the promotion of the application of geographic information, within the fields covered by the preamble of the association GI Norden.

Candidates
Each member of the board of GI Norden can propose recipients of the Award to the president of the association. The proposal shall in addition to the name and the address of the candidate contain short grounds. The president shall forward the information concerning proposed candidates to all the board members, one month before the annual meeting at the latest.

The only conditions for the Award of Honour is that the recipient has shown exceptional initiatives or brought about an important result within the field of geographic information, but the selection shall particularly emphasize the person’s work in the Nordic region in general.
The Award
The GI Norden Award of Honour consists of a symbolic gift of artistic quality preferably connected to the geographic subject area, and also a diploma with reasons for the Award.

Award committee
The Award recipient is selected by the board of the association among the proposed candidates in this manner: 
The president nominates one recipient among the candidates. If only one member of the board wishes a ballot the board members shall vote among all the candidates on the list. In case of equality of votes the vote of the president is decisive.

The awarding
The GI Norden Award of Honour is awarded on the annual Nordic GIS Conference provided there are worthy candidates. The president or his/her deputy conducts the awarding.
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
