Work program of GI Norden for 2009
This work programme extends to the period of 2009-2010.

GI Norden continues to develop its policies and clarify its role in respect to the national member association, the other Nordic organisations and European actors in the field of GI. 

Nordic GIS conference and other events
The Nordic GIS conference will be organised in Stockholm, Sweden 24-25 September 2009. ScanGIS will be organised in the same context. Scholarships will not be granted for the conference. The next event is planned to take place in Iceland 2010. A strategic plan will be prepared about the scopes of annual events, including the summer courses, for the future. 
Nordic Summer School in geoinformatics
The summer school will be organised in Norway in August-September 2009. Planning of the next summer schools will be started early enough to encourage and allow wide participation. 
GI Norden Award of Honour
The award of honour will be granted on the decision of the board meeting in May 2009 and handed in the Nordic GIS conference in Stockholm in September.
Nordic Survey of use of GIS
A survey of use of GIS is carried out in the Nordic countries as extensively as possible depending on the national commitments. The procedure of ULI in their survey in Sweden will be followed as far as feasible in order to gain comparable results from all the Nordic countries. The results, when available, will be reported on a European forum.
Membership in EUROGI
Henning Sten Hansen as an elected member of the EUROGI executive committee represents GI Norden in any EUROGI context. The board will support him to follow and actively participate in the discussions in EUROGI. GI Norden is willing to contribute in the European GI society through Nordic experiences.
INSPIRE
GI Norden will follow up INSPIRE implementation and collect links on its web page to relevant Nordic web sites. INSPIRE will be an important topic in the Nordic conferences.
Participation in GI Norden 
GIS users in the home rule areas will be encouraged to participate in GI Norden and send observers to the board. Their participation can be supported by financial means if need be. GI Norden is interested continuously in establishing contacts to colleagues in the Baltic countries.
