4. The activities of CEN/TC287 (WG5) were presented (appendix 5) and discussed:

· Web Map Service (European WMS profile) work item is deleted;

· Work item ‘European metadata profile of ISO 19115’ is also deleted;

· GI metadata catalogue service; 

· e-Government;
The important meeting of WG5 will be arranged possibly before the end of this year.

The next plenary meeting will be held in April 23, 2008 in Berlin (Germany).

· Sören pointed out, that about the same ballots are open also in CEN/TC287.

6. Revising ISO 19113:2002 Quality principles
· Erik Stenborg presented the revising plans of ISO 19113 (document N2259).
· It might be good to combine also ISO 19114 into the same revision.
· Who will be the editor of the possible revision?

7. Standardisation aspects related to INSPIRE were discussed (introduction in appendix 7).

a. Status of implementing rules (only Metadata Implementing draft v1.0 is now public; waiting for Implementing rule for Discovery & View services and possibly also IR for Data sharing)

b. CEN/TC287 WG5 will obviously continue the standardisation based on coming INSPIRE implementing drafts. Obs. There are remarkable differences between the INSPIRE terminology and the terminology of ISO&CEN.

c. Some INSPIRE comment meetings have been organised (i.e. Generic Conceptual Modelling [D2.5] and The Definition of INSPIRE Annex Themes and Scope [D2.3]). The Nordic countries were well represented.
d. EU geoportal is just starting: http://geoportal.jrc.it/geoportal/
e. The possible Nordic co-operation in implementing will be solved case by case. Also the Nordic NMCA’s (and EuroGeographics) co-operate in this field.

8. Nordic thesaurus (for GI cataloguing): 

Paula Ahonen presented the Finnish thesaurus work (appendix 8).

NLS Finland will translate the thesaurus in Swedish soon. The draft translation is already in appendix 9.

Each country will inform its principal opinion in about two weeks to Reino. If there is enough consensus, an expert group in each country will comment on the Finnish thesaurus and propose how to progress towards the common Nordic thesaurus.

9. Next meeting: 

It was agreed, that the next meeting will be held in Oslo 14-15.4.2008. The possible topics of the meeting are:

· European profile of metadata and WMS 

· Data product specification (and its role in implementing)

· INSPIRE Implementing rules 

· Nordic thesaurus

10. Other business: 

· Sören invited all participants to the ISO/TC211 meetings in Copenhagen in the end of May 2008.

· Multilingual glossary of terms was discussed. All Nordic countries have translated the few terms of the pilot project. Some guiding for the future work may be coming during the next plenary.

· Kari Ingberg presented the interoperability model (used by the Finnish military) for crisis management. STANAG-standards are commonly used for military purposes: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/STANAG
