1. Opening of the meeting, welcoming
Ralf opened the meeting and greeted the participants welcome to Sweden, to Norrköping and to Sjöfartsverket's facilities on Arkö. 

2. Selection of chairman and secretary
Ralf volunteered as chairman and Jörgen as secretary. This was accepted by the participants, who then started off with a round of presentations. Panu joined for the first time. He has been with the Finnish national land survey for seven months and is working with the Finnish geoportal, which is about to be built.
3. Approval of the agenda
The suggested agenda was approved. 
4. Status reports from the Nordic countries
4.1. Denmark

Jan told the participants that KMS is being reorganized. Units are being renamed, a defence unit and a unit for geographic infrastructure has been created. The latter is where Jan and Lydia works and it focuses on Inspire and the building of a national geographic infrastructure.
A new committee named OIOUSR has been formed. It is run by KMS and their task is mainly dissemination of reference data and the use of spatial data in public infrastructure. They will also work on a Danish metadata profile for discovery which will build on the Inspire profile. 
Jan then demonstrated a new service called "vis stedet" at www.borger.dk (Danish only), meant for citizens to access electronic maps, search for municipalities and regions as well as people and addresses. 
4.2. Finland

Reino's presentation gave that Antti Rainio is the new team leader for GI-standardisation in the Finnish NLS. They are preparing an NSDI law proposal based on Inspire. The national Inspire WG has produced a report (in Finnish and Swedish), see link to Swedish version: http://www.mmm.fi/attachments/5eWDNtABr/5vTBge2uK/Files/CurrentFile/INSPIRE-tyoryhman_loppuraportti__ruotsi.pdf. 

The pilot project for the national geoportal is on the way, the project is run by the NLS. The software development will be done by Logica using open source principles. 

The national recommendations on metadata, quality, GI modelling and reference system will have to be revised because of the Inspire directive, IR's and guidelines. They are working on recommendations for content services of GI, municipal data transfer based on GML and modelling of city plans. The content services are being tested now. 
Finland is not translating the Inspire guidelines to Finnish, only the implementing rules will be translated. The role of national recommendations in guidelining is being discussed.
A coordinate transformation service will be launched very soon (Nov. 27th). It is an online web service for datum transformations and projection conversions and also contains a pilot WCTS/WPS service. 

The translation of the ISO 19100 terminology to Finnish is completed and published at ISO/TC 211's website. 
4.3. Norway

Morten informed the participants about "Norge digitalt" that now has well over 500 participants, including over 100 private energy companies. The NLS is preparing a new version of the national geoportal "GeoNorge". It is not yet decided if it will be used for harvesting, for z39.50 transfer or for both. 
Nationally, a forum for planning and cadastre data is being formed. 

The technological framework and infrastructure, SOSI, is being revised. Many issues that need to be resolved have been identified, such as aligning it with the Inspire directive. 
They have made recommendations on life cycle information but none of it is mandatory. The national feature catalogue in SOSI will migrate from Rational Rose to Enterprise Architect. The feature catalogue has been translated to English. They are experiencing some difficulties to get data owners to make UML schemas for their databases and generate GML schemas from them. 

Norway has nominated four experts for the Inspire expression of interest for development of data specifications. There is a report on how to implement the Inspire directive in Norway which will lay the ground for the national legislation. 

4.4. Sweden

4.4.1. Stanli 
Jörgen gave some news about Stanli, SIS project area for geodata. There are two draft standards soon to be published: the third edition of Road and railway networks and a new standard about Detailed development plans. On top of that there are a few technical reports which will be published soon. There are up to five new technical committees about to start up. SIS has employed a new project leader for Stanli – Fredrik Mattsson – who will take over after Torbjörn Cederholm. More info is available at www.sis.se/stanli. 
4.4.2. Lantmäteriet 

Gunhild gave a presentation which showed that Lantmäteriet are working on their enterprise architecture, a strategic plan and their goals towards the year 2012. 

4.4.3. The Geodata.se project, national geoportal in Sweden
Ralf informed about the Swedish national geodata advisory board "Geodatarådet", which are responsible for the development of a Swedish SDI. 

Sweden is also working on a national law and regulations following the Inspire directive. 

In the Geodata project towards a national geoportal, the work is focused on two areas: developing a business model and developing a technical infrastructure. A non-public test version is up now, a public version is planned for May 2009. 

4.4.4. Standardization in the hydrographic field

Ralf informed the participants about the international hydrographic organization IHO (www.iho.org), which is based in Monaco. IHO has over 80 member countries. Its primary objective is safe navigation at sea and IHO has developed standards since the 1920's. Chart content was an early IHO standard, now known as S-52. S-44 is a standard for hydrographic surveys. The S-57 standard concerns transfer of hydrographic data. S-57 is built by features and attributes out of catalogues. The features do not contains spatial properties but point instead towards spatial classes. 
IHO are now working on a new generation of standards for hydrographic data, called S-100. This is the basis for a new set of specifications and standards, based on ISO 19100. There is a WG started called a Maritime SDI. 
5. CEN/TC 287

5.1. Current work items of particular interest

The revision of CEN/TR 15449 Standards, technical specifications, technical reports and guidelines, required to implement a Spatial Data Infrastructure has been decided and tasks have been assigned to several people to update different clauses. It is however not clear what the status of the work is and if we need the TR at all. The draft for a second edition should have been sent to the secretariat by the end of July but we have seen nothing of it.

5.2. Other activities

The participants had a look at the Circa website, where the working material for WG 5 is located. There seems to have been no progress since July.

5.3. Meetings in Madrid, 2009-02-23/27

The second draft has a couple of new items, one of them is "Re-allocation of the secretariat". This sounds like NEN wishes to give up the secretariat, otherwise there would be no need to have it on the agenda. 
The participants would like to have agenda item 8 before item 6, and let agenda item 11 follow agenda item 6. This will be discussed on the telecon in December. 

5.4. The role of CEN/TC287 in the context of Inspire
The participants have had the two letters from CEN to Inspire (see TC 287 N 1289) and the response from Inspire to CEN (N 1290) to look at. The big question may be is if Inspire needs TC 287 or if anyone needs it, for that matter. 

Bjørnhild and Jörgen believe, but are not sure, that it is possible to have ISO standards made into EN standards without an existing CEN TC. Is it possible to have a TC which is just a post office without any work items? Jörgen will investigate and have a reply to the Nordic friends by mid-December. 

The participants had a look at the TC 287 business plan and especially the six priority points. Several of them, the second point about developing new standards to underpin Inspire IR's, for one, is questionable. The third point about developing new standards in general is certainly so far unnecessary. Morten will contact Marcel Reuwers in the Netherlands and Jan will contact Rob Walker in Great Britain. Lydia will translate the message and contact Marcus Seifert in Germany, to informally check their opinion on these matters.
We will summarise this in a telecon on Wednesday 17 December, 13:00 – 14:00 CET. We are also scheduling a second telecon on Monday 2 February, 12:30 – 13:30 CET. Jörgen will arrange it and send out information and a draft agenda in advance, as well as a web link to the shared desktop. The tool Yugma will be used in its simplest form for viewing. No need for installing a client, just to register and have an updated Java version. Se www.yugma.com for more info. 
6. ISO/TC 211

6.1. Current work items of particular interest
6.1.1. Revision of 19113 / draft NWIP Data quality

The result of the review has been published (see TC 211 N 2559). It is mainly supportive. Bjørnhild said that the work item, if accepted, will have a new ISO number. The new work item can not be on the programme of work until Molde. There will be a PT meeting in Tsukuba but it is formally for the current work item. This new WI will be an item of discussion on the PMG meeting. 
The Swedish plan for the work item Data quality is to send the NWIP in early January so it can be added to the programme of work in Molde. The proposal will be for stage 30 (straight to CD). Bjørnhild pointed out that after the NWIP ballot has been sent out, no further work can be done in PT 19113. If the NWIP is accepted, the CD ballot period can begin in June 2009.

Questions that remain are how we can assure that this new work item will align with 19115 and who will propose an NWIP for revision of 19115?

6.1.2. Ongoing and possible revisions

Bjørnhild explained that the role of the plenary is to have the final decision on revisions. If the plenary wants a revision, the work item is put on the programme of work as a preliminary work item until an NWIP is put forward and decided upon. The systematic review results are merely guidance for the TC, the plenary is free to decide otherwise. So far, 19101 and 19108 have been approved by TC 211 for revision. See also www.isotc211.org/pmg. 
As far as the more recent reviews are concerned, 19110 (nine votes for revision) and 19115 (eleven votes) did get quite a lot of support for revision, whereas revisions of 19119 (seven), 19109 (seven), 19107 (six) or 19127 (four) did not get quite as much support.

However, a member always has to submit an NWIP in order for a revision to start.

Coming up in December are SR's of 19114 and 19123. In March it is time to review 19112, 19128, 19133 and 19135. Lydia brought up the fact that ISO/IEC 11179-6 Metadata registries (MDR) – Part 6: Registration is for registration of data elements. It is produced by JTC 1/SC 32 Data management services, which is a liaison to TC 211. However, 19135 is not built on 11179-6. Perhaps it should be.
6.1.3. Multi-lingual glossary of terms

Finland has completed the first version of the translation. Reino said that Finland would like to see a more user-friendly interface than the Excel spreadsheet. Denmark has a draft translation which is being reviewed by a linguistic expert now. Norway and Sweden are intending to do the translation but have not yet started. 

6.1.4. Ontology

There seems to have been little progress since the Copenhagen meetings. Jean Brodeur's plan was to ha a draft report ready in time for the meetings in Tsukuba but no such document has emerged. A half-day meeting is scheduled for Tuborg, sorry – Tsukuba.

6.2. New work items, NWIPs

6.2.1. 19153 Geo DRM RM

Lydia mentioned that this is another work item from OGC. ISO/TC 211 has not begun to work on it but OGC are continuing to develop it. Bjørnhild pointed out that this is not in line with the agreement. OGC should freeze development on their own when it is on the ISO/TC 211 agenda. 

This work item is not on the meeting schedule for Tsukuba. The project leader John Herring will not be there. There are no Nordic members on the PT.

6.2.2. 19154 Standardization Requirements for Ubiquitous Public Access
This is a stage 0 work item. There are no Nordic members on this PT either, but Morten claims that Trond Hovland should be on the PT.

6.2.3. Place identifier (PI) architecture

This work item has recently been added to the PoW at stage 10 with ISO number 19155. A meeting will be held in Tsukuba. No Nordic experts here either but Morten said that Norway may throw in an expert.
6.2.4. Observations and measurements

This is another work item, originating from OGC, to be voted upon 3 December. The Nordic countries seem to have difficulties finding expertise for this field as well.
6.3. Other ISO/TC 211 activities

Morten mentioned that there is a space on the PMG website for possible future work items. The participants went through the list. 
Morten said that the PT on the revision of the two parts of 19125 will have a separate meeting after Tsukuba but before Molde.

The amendment to 19131 is on the PoW but no meeting is scheduled.

7.1. Testing of Data specifications, annex 1
For a compilation of the Nordic participation, see the annex put together by Solgerd Tanzilli, coordinator of Swedish Lantmäteriet's test efforts with FPX. All four countries are also participating through the ESDIN project. 
7.2. National IR implementation

Nothing to report that hasn't already been covered.

8. European projects related to standards and implementations

8.1. News on the development regarding ebXML

Lydia gave a presentation about ebXML (Electronic Business using XML, by OASIS, see www.ebxml.org). KMS felt the need to develop a new way of managing metadata for different purposes. The military intelligence community had a requirement that geodata be brought into the general IT infrastructure. 
This lead to that Lydia and Gerhard Joos made a presentation called Catalogue or register? A comparison of standards for managing geospatial metadata for OGC. They found that out of the existing standards – CSW-ISO, CSW-ebRIM, ebXML RegRep – the last of the three best fulfilled their requirements. In the last OGC plenary in September, Lydia raised the issue that metadata for GI should be made available for general data. That way, only one application, one portal, would be necessary to search for any type of data. 
OGC is now finishing work on version 2.2 of their catalogue and they are discussing how to end this work. A WG is now being formed for registry, Lydia will lead this work. The work item is being defined now and they will start work at the next OGC plenary in Valencia in December, approval is expected in September 2009. They will of course be keeping Inspire's requirements in mind. 

8.2. Co-operation on European projects

Morten raised the idea to have Nordic co-operation on European projects in general. Specifically we will try to share comments on Inspire annex 1 data specifications. The review period is the same as the testing period so it ends by the end of February. 

9. Other business

9.1. ESDIN – European Spatial Data Infrastructure with a Best Practice Network
Morten gave a presentation of this project at the last meeting. It started in September and hasn't come far yet. See link: www.esdin.eu. 

9.2. Interreg IVB

Ralf told the participants that the Interreg project for countries in the North Sea region is working on BLAST (Bringing Land And Sea Together), now in the preparation stage. See link: http://northsearegion.eu/ 
9.3. Nordic workshop on Land Cover Classification

The Nordic countries all voted No on the second CD on part 2 of 19144. It got 13 yes votes and 10 no votes. Unfortunately there is only one no-voter which will participate at the EC meeting in Tsukuba – Norway. Bjørnhild said that as things look now, there is no use progressing it towards stage 40 (DIS), because it probably would not get enough support at that stage.
Jan proposed that the Nordic countries could, when we have seen the outcome of the 19144-2 EC meeting, propose to arrange a Nordic workshop in conjunction with the 2009 Nordic GIS conference. We will come back to this at the telecon in February. 
9.4. Participation in 2009 Nordic GIS Conference ?
This conference will take place in Sweden in the end of September 2009. The place and exact dates are not known at this time. It is a two or three day event. The participants discussed the idea of arranging a workshop there. Perhaps it could be about metadata services. Ralf will let Johanna Runarson, the president of ULI, know that we are considering this. 
10. Next Nordic meeting

Jan said that Denmark is prepared to arrange the next meeting but the participants agreed that Jan will first ask Anna Albrecht in Iceland if they are willing to arrange it. If not, it will be in Denmark. 

The dates will be 6/7 May 2009.
11. Closing of the meeting

The participants thanked Ralf and Sjöfartsverket for the excellent arrangement and nice facility. Ralf thanked the participants and declared the meeting closed.
